[1] On March 28, 2000, Democracy Watch Inc. filed a motion requesting authorization to file 
a response to the replies of the Commissioner and Ultramar regarding the comments previously 
filed by Democracy Watch Inc. on March 20, 2000. 
 
[2] The motion filed by Democracy Watch Inc. does not meet the requirements stated at 
section 38 of the Competition Tribunal Rules (“the Rules”).  Indeed, the motion does not set out 
any grounds other than the wish to answer some allegations. 
 
[3] Democracy Watch Inc. is not a party to the proceedings, neither did it state in its motion 
that it would be affected by the proposed consent order. 
 
[4] The parties have replied as authorised by section 84 of the Rules.  Section 84 of the Rules 
does not provide for the possibility to file additional comments to those already contemplated by 
that section, unless extraordinary circumstances occur that would lead this Tribunal to grant such 
permission. 
 
[5] FOR THESE REASONS, the Tribunal orders that the motion filed by Democracy Watch 
Inc. be dismissed.
